· Deinstall of Milton Moon exhibition in Gallery 16 has commenced. Please be mindful of works in this area.

· Gallery 16 Floor repair begins from Friday night 11 August for the next month. Please be mindful of works in this area each night. Please see Jerome Withers for details.

· Toolbox meetings are back on in the Atrium every morning at 8.30 am.

· The Lift upgrade work commenced Saturday 22 July. Please note the following instructions:

ACCESS
· During the lift replacement, there will be no access to the Gallery via the ground floor lift lobby. This is due to the importance in limiting dust etc entering the Gallery spaces during the work. 
· As of 22 July 2023, staff/volunteers/contactors/cleaners who arrive via the security door will need to access/egress the Gallery via the doorway into G21. 
· It is very important to take care when passing through Gallery spaces, with the increase in traffic, please be extra diligent and remind others who may not be aware or don’t receive these emails.
· No food or drinks are to be taken through the Gallery unless it is completely sealed in a container. All unsealed drinks & food will need to be finished in the lunchroom or (after 10am) brought to the outside of the Gallery.

KITCHENS AND APPLIANCES

· There is no room for L3 appliances to be relocated to the ground floor kitchen due to overload on power points.

· Level 2 staff have the option to access either the Members’ lounge or the ground floor kitchen.
